Abstract should be represented to Organizing Committee in electronic form as attached file to the application form and expert opinion.
The participant of the Conference can be the contact author of only one report and the co-author of several other reports. The co-author who has not applied application form and has not paid arrangement fee cannot be the participant of the Conference.
